In the past 
we opened the camp to who ever want to attend and sometimes 
the people who came have no interest in God and just want to 
have a good time away from their situation.  This year the church 
leaders decided to limit the camp to only the regular church goers.  
The spirit was very different during the camp and the people 
followed the instructions with out any problems. 
The M lady that was baptized wanted her whole family to attend 
the camp and we allowed the whole family to come.  The 
highlight for me was on Sunday when her husband in repentance 
also bowed he is knees before Jesus Christ and now he is also 
attending church regularly. 

 
 
 
Future plans 
One of the things that God has laid on our hearts is to focus on the 
training of lay leaders over the next 18 months or so.  In order to 
do that we are planning to have modular weekly classes to teach 
the lay leaders for one week at a time.  The vision is to bring in 
several lay leaders from the different Badjao churches in our 
region for one week training and then send them back to their 
churches to apply what they have learned.  Then every 6 weeks 
we want to bring them back for another week of intensive 
training.  Because most of these churches are to poor we would 
have to sponsor their transportation and the support of their 
families since they are also the daily breadwinners in their 
families.
